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PREMIUM SELECTION – FEBRUARY 2007

WELTEVREDE PLACE OF ROCKS CHARDONNAY 

Weltevrede, in the Robertson Valley, is our Featured Estate for the month of February. The farm has been in the Jonker family since 1912. Philip Jonker is the current winemaker and is a Chardonnay fan. The grapes for this wine come from a vineyard on rocky shale. The wine was fermented and aged for 10 months in French oak. The palate is sleek, showing citrus notes with a long flinty finish. 

BLACK OYSTERCATCHER WHITE PEARL 2006

One of the latest additions to the Elim line-up, this is a complex and intriguing blend of Semillon and Sauvignon Blanc. The nose shows a distinctive green pepper and “dusty” character while the palate is full and rounded with a typical lanolin character. It is sumptuous and appealing with a lingering after taste.
SOUTH HILL SAUVIGNON BLANC 2006

This is the newest addition to the Elgin line-up of producers. South Hill was an apple and pear farm, but it has been replanted with Sauvignon Blanc. The wine shows the typical restraint of wine produced in that region. The palate is full, yet soft and round with plenty of tropical fruit flavour.

JORDAN CHAMELEON RED 2004

Always a good bet! Gary and Cathy Jordan have done it again. This is a blend of 52% Cabernet Sauvignon, 31% Merlot and 17% Shiraz. The various components spent 14 months in oak barrels. It is a rich and heart-warming wine with dark berry fruit backed by mint and some savoury spice. Yum! 

FAIRVIEW CALDERA 2004

This wine received a silver medal at the International Wine and Spirits Competition. It is a stunning blend of 50% Grenache, 25% Shiraz and 25% Mourvedre. The grapes were sourced from Swartland vineyards and fermented in open French Oak vats. The components were matured for 14 months prior to blending. You have to try this with a sauce of Chorizo, peppers, tomato and fresh herbs over penne pasta! 

MOUNTAIN OAKS PINOTAGE 2003

Eikenbosch farm in the Slanghoek Valley is well worth a visit! This is where Mark and Christine Stevens have settled with their family. Think lavender, fresh herbs, ancient almond trees, biodynamic vineyards and organic wine ….the land time forgot? They are both very hands-on and Christine is the wine maker. The wine is matured in French and American oak. It is unfiltered and oh, so soft and creamy.
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
