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REDS ONLY – FEBRUARY 2007

WELTEVREDE TRICOLORE 2004 

Weltevrede, in the Robertson Valley, is our Featured Estate for the month of February. The farm has been in the Jonker family since 1912. Philip Jonker is the current winemaker. This is a friendly and accessible blend of Merlot, Syrah and Cabernet Sauvignon that has been gently aged in second and third fill barrels. No need to wait for an occasion to uncork a bottle.

MOUNTAIN OAKS le JARDIN ROUGE 2004

Eikenbosch farm in the Slanghoek Valley is well worth a visit! This is where Mark and Christine Stevens have settled with their family. Think lavender, fresh herbs, ancient almond trees, biodynamic vineyards and organic wine ….the land time forgot? They are both very hands-on and Christine is the wine maker. This wine is a soft and supple blend of Shiraz and Merlot. Extremely drinkable.

ALEXANDERFONTEIN CABERNET SAUVIGNON 2005

Where has Cabernet gone? I’m not sure if it’s my imagination, but consumers seem to have forgotten about this amazing, noble varietal. This is the second label of Ormonde in Darling. It has everything you could want in a Cabernet. Accessible now, it is most enjoyable – ripe fruit on the nose backed by minty, cedary notes. It has palate-coating black fruit with hints of vanilla on the finish. Only 30% new French oak was used, the balance being 2nd and 3rd fill. 

DASCHBOSCH PINOTAGE 2003

Daschbosch is one of the producers in the Goudini Valley. If you are not particularly fond of Pinotage, it would be advisable to pass on this one – it is a typical Pinotage – soft, rich and round fruit with black plumy flavours with hints of ripe black mulberries. Best enjoyed with a braai’d lamb chop and boerewors served with a side of roast veg.

WHALEHAVEN BORD DE MER 2003

The winery is situated in the Hemel en Aarde Valley, but grapes are sourced from various regions. This is a warm and spicy blend of 40% Merlot, 38% Cabernet Sauvignon, with the remaining percentage comprising Cabernet Franc, Shiraz, Mourvedre and Pinotage. Maturation took place in small oak barrels for approx 1 year – 2nd fill.

FLAT ROOF MANOR CABERNET SAUVIGNON / SANGIOVESE 2005

The Flat Roof Label is based at Uitkyk in Stellenbosch. The grapes were sourced from the Stellenbosch area and were fermented separately in tanks before a 14 month maturation period in 20% new oak with the balance 2nd and 3rd fill. A combination of French and American oak was used. The wine is smooth and savoury with cherry and vanilla notes.
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
